        The Age of Revolutions (1750-1914)

Thematic Focus:  How Did Europe’s Leaders & Key Figures Solve Problems
        During Their Times?
Due Dates:
Fri. 11/1.  Presentations begin on Mon. 11/4..
Student Task:  Students will select an important historical figure from the Age of Revolution to research and analyze.  The research and analysis will provide the student with three (3) key problems and conditions that the person faced during their life.  One of the problems and conditions should be from earlier in their lives, before the person became famous as a historical figure.  A thorough analysis of the steps and actions taken by the individual to work through and overcome problems and concerns will include identifying the problem faced, actions and plans developed to overcome be developed, and an evaluation of the success (or failure) in attempting to overcome the problem(s).   This will be done and evaluated in two parts: an oral presentation and a creative presentation.

Part I – Oral Presentation (50 points)


1.
Student oral presentations will begin on Monday November 4, 2013 as part of our study of the Age of Revolutions.


2.
Length of presentation to your classmates may range from a minimum of 5 minutes and a maximum of 7 minutes.  You will speak in the first person, from the perspective of your chosen person.  

3.
Technological presentation developed in Part II of the assessment should be used during the oral presentation.


4.
You will be required to us a minimum of 3 different sources to obtain your information.  These will be submitted on a separate Works Cited page that follows the proper MLA format.
Part II – Creative Presentation ( 50 points)


1.
Your creative presentation will be a Visual show using the 4 x 4 rule.  You may use a variety of presentation techniques for this aspect of the project.
2.
Your visual must include a title slide with your name and title of your presentation.  Your Works Cited information will be turned in on a separate sheet of paper and will follow the proper MLA format.  
3.  Your oral presentation must begin with a brief biographical overview of your chosen person.  This should take up no more than one minute of the presentation time.  
4.  Your visual show must include a minimum of 10 additional slides 
containing the problems faced, steps taken to overcome the problem, and an evaluation of the success or failure of the effort.  Each problem should first be presented as a question.  For example, “How did I work to overcome rebellions in my empire?”  “How did my poor family life affect me as a child and young adult?”  The steps taken and evaluation should be considered separately within the slide presentation.  
5.  For your conclusion, you will ask the class to identify 3 specific traits your person used to overcome their problems, followed by a specific example.  Your final slide / conclusion will contain three general ideas about how successful people work to overcome problems they face during their lives.

Your Power Point presentation must be emailed to me by the end of the day, November 1, 2013.  This will facilitate the transition between students during the presentations.  Presentations can also be saved to a flash drive, but must ultimately be saved on the network drive.


6.
Your grade on this component of the project will be based on the accuracy and creativity of your visual display as well as the time and effort you put in to developing the slide show.  Your grade here will be based on the
content, graphics, neatness, and due on time.

**Be sure to review your grading rubric before, during and when you complete the preparation of your project.


Failure to complete this task performance will jeopardize your chances of passing the first marking period.  Remember this assignment is your only project grade for this marking period.

Oral Presentation Component

Assessment:
  Student performances are rated on a 10-point holistic rubric based on the following:  content ideas stimulate interest for the audience, clear and succinct explanation of the historical figure and his or her place in European History; delivery is enthusiastic, eye contact is established and held with the audience; student does not simply read the text from the screen or from pre-prepared notes;  student exhibits knowledge and awareness of the topic while addressing questions that are beyond a simple restatement of the slide show; student confident and seems sure of him/herself during the oral presentation; student’s posture and delivery are not distracting or overly pronounced.  One slide of the Power Point slide show includes 5 important points about your topic for other students to know.

10.  Exceptional: provides superior explanation of the historical figure and the problems they faced, presentation includes considerable information beyond the slides, delivery is given in the first person, is enthusiastic with excellent eye contact.  Is able to answer questions from audience (if appropriate); very good voice projection and body language; the length is between 5 – 7 minutes;. relevant summary slide about overcoming problems.

Proficient: provides an above average explanation of the historical figure and the problems they faced, presentation includes some key information beyond the slides, delivery is in the first person; eye contact is good.  Student performances are rated on a ten (10) point holistic rubric based on the following:  text is informative and not burdensome; student limits the text on the page to short, bulleted comments; pictures/images/graphics/screen transitions; backgrounds chosen and font color of text used are compatible; visual images stimulate questioning and comments by the audience; visuals are creative & original; first slide and last slide meet preset criteria of project

10.  Exceptional:  excellent use of bullet form, text is informative/concise; pictures, images and graphics richly compliment text, includes creative animations between slides; excellent font size and use of color; visual images stimulate audience; title slide is correct.  Works Citied page turned in and correct. Total number of slides is at least 12.
